Background:
Research as an early career researcher (ECR) is both exciting and demanding. Amsterdam Movement Sciences (AMS) is committed to supporting ECRs in strengthening their research profile and developing future opportunities.
This grant is specifically designed to provide ECRs with the time and flexibility to:
· Strengthen their academic CV 
· Expand their professional network beyond former supervisors 
· Generate pilot data to support competitive future grant applications
Overall objectives
Within AMS, we actively promote interdisciplinary collaboration. This grant is aimed at initiating partnerships between clinically oriented and fundamentally oriented researchers, with the aim of bridging gaps between these fields and fostering innovative, cross-disciplinary research: 
Funded projects should be:
1. A new collaboration that bridges disciplines, for example between clinical and fundamental disciplines (or clinical/clinical or fundamental/fundamental), combining their complementary expertise to address a joint research question. 
In addition, the project should contribute to one or more of the following goals:
· Generate pilot data to underpin larger, future grant applications, and/or
· Provide dedicated research time for yourself, a student-assistant or PhD to initiate a new project, and/or 
· Finalize a small ongoing project and produce additional research output, on already existing data, and/or 
· Enable the inclusion of additional outcome measures to strengthen ongoing or planned studies.
Eligibility criteria
· Both the main and co-applicant are early career researchers (up to 10 years post-PhD)
· Project must fit within at least one of the programs of AMS
· The main applicant and the co-applicant must be correctly affiliated with AMS in the PURE output registration system. 
Requirements
· The proposal must include a brief description of:
· The scientific project/idea to be funded including:

· Description of the novel interdisciplinary collaboration 
· The added value for the AMS research institute and the research program(s).
· The added value for the main and co-applicant
· Budget: 
· The AMS Talent committee has a budget of €30,000 in total. 
· Two grants are available; you can maximally apply for €15.000. 
· The funds should be spent in the calendar year 2026 (before December 15, 2026). 
· A letter signed by the Department Head or budget responsible should be submitted that the budget has been approved. 
· Impact:
· Applicants are encouraged to consider how their proposed activities may contribute to societal impact, for example through:
· Valorisation
· Practical implementation of research findings
· Long-term contributions to innovation and clinical practice. 
· Sustainable research impact:
· Applicants are encouraged to address how they will ensure that the environmental impact of the research project is limited, e.g. in the research set-up, the execution or the environmental benefits of the research outcome. 

Application & Review
· The call is open for submissions until 18th of June 23:59 hours.
· Applications will first be checked for completeness and eligibility 
· Eligible applications will be reviewed by the AMS talent committee based on:
· Scientific quality;
· Relevance;
· Feasibility; 
· Fit within AMS;
· The call will be reviewed by an independent jury of AMS researchers. 
Two grants will be awarded. We expect to share the outcome within 4 weeks from the deadline. Submit your application as one pdf via this link.
